Rules and Regulations — Frank Gavie Youth Bowling Singles Tournament

. This tournament will be known as the Frank Gavie Youth Bowling Singles Tournament.

All entries will close on Friday, September 27th at 4:00pm

. This will be a scratch event. Bowlers will bowl 4 games on the same pair of lanes, with total

pinfall determining the winner(s).

Tournament will have 10 minutes of warm up at 12:00pm. Late bowlers can start the
tournament at any time but must take a zero for any missed frames.

There will be 2 divisions (Boy & Girl). Each division will have a 1%t place winner (50 Scholarship
Points). Each division will have a 2" place winner (40 Scholarship Points). All other spots in
each division will be paid 1 in 10 entries ratio. Scholarship points are based on 60 entries.

All bowlers will be certified with USBC. If a bowler is not certified, he/she can purchase a
membership that includes special service fees for $10 at the time of the tournament.

The entry fee is $35 per bowler ($12 lineage, $5 expenses and $18 to scholarship)
